The bear is a very important animal symbol, showing gentleness as well as being courageous.  It represents a protector and symbolizes authority, physical strength and leadership.   In Native American cultures the bear is a magnificent creature commanding respect, so if an individual were given a name that included "bear", he or she knew that the tribe considered them brave. 


Although the bear is a profound Native American symbol of majesty, freedom and power it is also a spiritual kin to the First People.


    - Because of its physical power, the bear stands for confidence and victory.


    - Because the bear is cautious, it encourages discernment to humankind.


    - Because of a fierce spirit, the bear signals bravery to those who require it.


    - Because it prefers peace and tranquility (in spite of its size), the Bear calls for harmony and balance.
